Lesson:  Fruits and vegetables
Type of lesson: Mixed
Target language: 

Fruits and vegetables vocabulary

Assumed knowledge: 
Students will know a range of words related to fruits and colours.

Anticipated problems: 
Some students will find it difficult to pronounce certain words such as pineapple, cabbage, strawberry.

They will find it difficult to form complex sentences.

Solutions: 
Provide them with the opportunity to listen to the correct pronunciation of the words.

Focus on easy tasks, appropriate for their level.
Students and setting: 

There are 25 students (7 years old). They have one hour of English per week and this is their 1st year of studying English as a foreign language. They learn in a state, lower-secondary school. In their classroom, they have two blackboards and their own desks and chairs.

	Warmer: 

Sing the Colors song to energise students and prepare them for the activity. This will enable them to talk about fruits and vegetables of different colors.

Homework revision: The fruits spelling worksheet.

	Lead-in: The teacher uses flashcards and handouts to elicit Fruits vocabulary that was previously learned. The teacher asks students to have a look at the pictures previously placed on the classroom walls. 

Sing Five little fruits. Have 5 children pass to the front and take on the roles of the characters in the song.  Focus on pronunciation and rhythm.

	Revision: Ask students to have a look at a set of picture cards and ask them: What is this? This is an orange. They take turns to recognize the fruits. Drill chorally to recycle vocabulary.

	Presentation: Ask students to have a look at the vegetables flashcards on the walls of the classroom. Write some of the words on the flipchart. 
Ask them to listen to a vegetables song and repeat chorally the new words.

	Controlled practice: Bring a set of picture cards with vegetables and ask them What this is? Elicit the answers. 

Ask them What is your favourite vegetable?
They take turns to answer.
Distribute worksheets with vegetables spelling practice and ask them to connect the dots to form the words.

	Production:
1. The smoothie recipe worksheet

Distribute worksheets with a text with blanks. They have to fill in the blanks with the names of a fruit and a vegetable+ milk/yogurt.
2. The shopping list 

Have 2 students pass to the front and take on the roles of the customer, respectively of  the shop assistant:

Student A:

I want to buy a banana, an orange, 2 tomatoes etc. 

Student B:

Here you are. (And s/he gives him/her the fruits and vegetables to put them in the basket.
