Lesson plan

Class: First grade

Date: 20th of May

Level: Elementary (A2)

Lesson: House and furniture
Type of lesson: Consolidation
Teaching techniques: Explanation, conversation, observation.

Teaching methods: Communicative language teaching, elements of the direct method, task-based learning.

Target language: 

House and furniture vocabulary

Assumed knowledge: 
Students will know a range of words related to the house, furniture and color adjectives.

Anticipated problems: 
They will find it difficult to pronounce certain words such as wardrobe, kitchen (students often say chicken instead of kitchen), garage, armchair.
They will find it difficult to form complex sentences.

Solutions: 
Provide them with the opportunity to listen to the correct pronunciation of the words.
Focus on easy tasks, appropriate for their level.
Students and setting: 

There are 12 students (8 years old). They have one hour of English per week and this is their 2nd year of studying English as a foreign language. They learn in a state, lower-secondary school. In their classroom, they have two blackboards and each student has his/her own desk and chair.

	Warmer: 
1. Ask students to listen to a house song. 

2. Give students a house cube with pictures on it and ask them to roll the cube. They have to name the room on the side of the cube which is face up. The teacher has an identical house cube.  Drill chorally the name of each room.

	Lead-in: The teacher uses flashcards and handouts to elicit house vocabulary that was previously learned. The teacher asks students to have a look at the pictures previously placed on the classroom walls.

	3
	Controlled practice:
1. Distribute house worksheets and ask students to label the rooms.

2. Fill in the missing letters from the second house worksheet.

3. Group work. Students are asked to work in 3 groups of 4. Each group is given a set of 8 picture and word cards and they have to match furniture items with the appropriate room. When they finish students report on their findings.

	4
	Production:
1. Students are asked to write down a sentence about their favourite room: e.g. My favourite room is the living room. When they finish, they take turns to read their sentences.

2. Pair work. Students are given a house template and a set of 6 picture cards containing furniture items. Each student has to glue one picture card in the appropriate room. The house has 6 rooms. Each student will describe the items from 3 rooms. Ask students to add color adjectives when they take turns to describe the items: There is a blue sofa in the living room.
