Class: Second grade

Date: 20th of May

Level: Elementary (A2)

Lesson: Can you see me?

Type of lesson: Introduction of new knowledge

Previously taught lesson:  The King of animals
Teaching techniques: Explanation, conversation, observation.

Teaching methods: Communicative language teaching, elements of the direct method, task-based learning.

Target language: 

1. Subject +can/can’t + verb (I can play the guitar. I can’t speak Chinese.)

2. Can + subject+ verb? (Can you play the piano?)

3. Short answers: Yes, I can. No, I can’t.

Assumed knowledge: Students will know a range of action verbs, such as swim, read, play the piano etc.

Anticipated problems: They will find it difficult to hear the difference between can /kaen/ and can’t /ka:nt/.
Solutions: Provide them with the opportunity to listen to and distinguish between the different forms.

Students and setting: 

There are 16 students (9 years old), 8 boys and 8 girls. They have one hour of English per week and this is their third year of studying English as a foreign language. They learn in a state, lower-secondary school. In their classroom, they have two blackboards and each student has his/her own desk and chair.

	Warmer: Practise some tongue twisters to prepare students for the activity. Short revision of previous lesson.

	Lead-in: The teacher uses pictures and mime to elicit activities: Swim, read, dance. The teacher asks students to have a look at the pictures with action verbs previously placed on the classroom walls.

	3
	Presentation:
1. Introduce sentences using I can and I can’t. Try to swim and elicit I can’t swim. Read and elicit I can read.  Once elicited, sentences are repeated chorally. 

2. Write on the blackboard. Focus on pronunciation of can and can’t. Write sentences with singular personal pronouns: I, you, he, she.
I can swim. /kƏn/

I can’t swim. /ka:nt/

You can dance. He/she can read. Etc.

3. Focus on the question form and drill this with the short answers.

Can you swim? /kƏn/

Yes, I can. /kæn/

No, I can’t. /ka:nt/

	Controlled practice: Conduct a controlled question and answer drill around the class: e.g. “Laura, ask Anastasia if she can…” Point to action pictures on the walls. The teacher monitors closely.

	Controlled practice: Distribute worksheets and ask students to read the sentences: I can swim. I can’t dance etc.

	Production: Ask students to write sentences about the things they can or can’t do themselves.

	Production: Pair work. Students ask and answer questions using the verb can and write down on their worksheets what their deskmates can or can’t do. Students report on their findings.

	Homework: Free writing exercise:  The teacher asks students to write sentences about what they can or can’t do by using several action verbs in each sentence: e.g. I can swim, read, dance and sing. I can’t fly, cook, play the piano etc.

	Feedback: The teacher rewards the students, by also providing feedback for their activity.
