Lesson:  What is the weather like?
Type of lesson: Evaluation
Target language: 

Weather and seasons vocabulary

Assumed knowledge: 
Students will know a range of words related to the weather.

Anticipated problems: 
Some students will find it difficult to pronounce certain words such as weather and autumn.

They will find it difficult to form complex sentences.

Solutions: 
Provide them with the opportunity to listen to the correct pronunciation of the words.

Focus on easy tasks, appropriate for their level.
Students and setting: 

There are 24 students (10 years old). They have two hours of English per week and this is their 5th year of studying English as a foreign language. They learn in a state, lower-secondary school. In their classroom, they have two blackboards and they sit in pairs.

Practise a weather tongue twister to energise students and prepare them for the activity.

	Lead-in: The teacher uses flashcards and handouts to elicit weather vocabulary that was previously learned. The teacher asks students to have a look at the pictures previously placed on the classroom walls. 

Sing My favourite season song. Focus on pronunciation and rhythm.

	Worksheet 1: Ask students to find the words in the word search worksheet and to write the correct word under each picture. When they finish, they swap worksheets with their desk mates and correct their mistakes with a red ballpoint pen. The teacher puts on the blackboard the right answers of the word search.  In the end, the teacher asks a student to collect all the worksheets and place them on the teacher’s desk. Ask them: How many of you have found all the right words? Raise your hand!

	Weather report song. Ask students to listen to a song twice  and complete the worksheets by writing what is the weather like every single day of the week. 
Then they take turns to read their answers and pass to the front to write the words on an enlarged cardboard. They also stick the adequate weather symbol for each day.

	Pair work. Students are distributed 12 cards with weather –related questions. They work in pairs. Student A asks student B: What is the best time of year to visit your country? Student B answers.
Extension: Ask students: What is the weather like in Romania during each season?  Students write down the appropriate weather words for the 4 seasons. Then they take turns to read their answers.

	Worksheet 2: Students read silently a weather forecast for UK and Ireland and place weather symbols on the map they have next to the text on their worksheet. Then they take turns to read aloud the text.

 The teacher brings an enlarged version of the same map and asks students to pass to the front to attach the correct weather symbols. Students can now check their own map. 

Extension: Bring a UK map to the class and describe the weather for each country. Ask student to pass to the front and attach weather symbols to the map.
